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Introduction

There are currently over 20 braille production facilities operating in state and federal prisons
across the United States. They are designed to help address a national shortage of braille
materials for people who are blind, and to provide educational and job training
opportunities for inmates.

The American Printing House for the Blind (APH) began gathering information about prison
braille programs in 2000, and conducted a national survey in 2002. Baseline information for
this directory was collected in that survey. Although many listings have been updated in
recent months, the reader is advised to contact individual prison braille programs for
possible changes in data.

It is our intention to update this directory periodically, and to provide it electronically on
request. If you have information to add or change, please complete the appropriate
categories in the “information update” sheet provided in this booklet and send it to us.
There may be prison braille programs of which we are not yet aware, or some data may
need to be corrected or updated.

APH has produced two other publications related to braille transcription and prison
production facilities that may be of interest. They are available, free of charge, through the
APH Public Affairs Department. See contact information on the back of this directory.

Using This Directory

Program Services Chart

A program chart, including table of contents, is located on pages 6 and 7. Prisons with
active braille production facilities are listed in alphabetical order by state. The chart also
gives a quick overview of each program, indicating services provided and qualifications of
transcribers. For more detailed information, see individual listings.

Prison Security Level

Braille programs operate in prisons of minimum, medium, and maximum security levels.
Security levels are noted in the individual prison listings.

Program Contact Person

< An “internal” contact person is a professional working within the
corrections system. These individuals are generally employed by the
prison or correctional industry operating the braille program and they
supervise inmate transcribers.

* An “external” contact is a professional working outside the prison,
generally in the field of vision. These individuals may spend a portion
of their time in the prison working with the braille program, but they
usually are not employed by the prison. “External” professionals often
provide braille expertise and connect the program to the field of vision
and potential customers.

Status of Program

This directory profiles currently active braille programs only, and each is categorized in one
of the following three areas:

1. Building — Inmates are in the initial phase of learning braille, tactile
graphics, and textbook formatting.

2. Producing — Program has transcribers who have been certified by the
National Library Services of the Library of Congress and are producing
and distributing braille materials.

3. Rebuilding — Program was producing braille at one time, but was
discontinued for some reason. Effort is being made to retrain inmates
so production can be resumed. Status can change to “producing”
at any time.
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American Printing House for the Blind (APH) Network

Located in Louisville, Kentucky, APH has been in the business of producing braille materials since 1858. As
it cannot meet all of the braille needs across the country, and there is currently a critical shortage of qualified
transcribers, APH has developed several databases designed to connect producers and consumers, and to
eliminate duplication effort.

LOUIS Database of Accessible Materials

Named for Louis Braille, this APH database contains thousands of titles of materials that have been made
accessible to the blind or visually impaired in braille, large print, sound recordings, and computer files.
Although accessed primarily by people who are blind or visually impaired, the database is often used by
teachers, parents, and other professionals working with blind and visually impaired students. They search
LOUIS to determine if the materials they need are available in the appropriate media. If so, they can order a
copy from the producer.

The LOUIS database is intended to provide easy access to materials in alternate media, and to eliminate
duplicative production efforts. Over 170 agencies across the U. S. producing accessible materials list their
titles on LOUIS and search this database regularly. All prison braille programs are encouraged to use the
LOUIS database, both to list their materials and to make sure the materials they plan to transcribe are not
already offered in braille. Use of the LOUIS database is free of charge and open to anyone.

Accessible Media Producers (AMP)

AMP is also a database maintained by APH. It includes a listing of individuals and agencies across the
country that produce braille, large print, sound recordings, and computer braille files, along with their
contact information. The database is accessed by individuals and agencies who need materials in one or
more of these accessible formats. Prison braille programs are encouraged to include a listing in AMP to
market their braille services, both within their state and nationwide. An on-line registration form is available
through the APH website.

APH File Repository

This repository contains complete braille textbook files (ready for embossing) and complete publisher
textbook files (ready for editing and translation). All braille transcribers (individuals and agencies) are
encouraged to submit files for the repository. APH is currently paying non-profit agencies with NLS certified
braille transcribers $50 for each textbook file submitted. Files must be of textbooks below college level, and
copyrighted post 1993.

Files can only be downloaded from the repository by APH Ex Officio Trustees and by non-profit braille
producers (such as prison braille programs). At the present time, APH charges $25 to download each
complete file, and the file can be used as many times as the producer wishes. Registration for the file
repository can be completed on-line.

When a prison braille program receives an order to transcribe a print textbook into braille, the file repository
should always be checked to see if the book has already been transcribed. If so, downloading the file will
greatly expedite the production process since data entry and/or scanning can be eliminated.

Prison Braille Listserv

This listserv, operated through the APH Public Affairs Department, offers professionals working with prison
braille programs a means of communication about issues unique to these programs. Professionals in the
fields of corrections, education, vision, and others directly involved with prison braille programs are
encouraged to join the listserv network.
